SUBJECT:  Travel, registration fee(s), and hotel expenditures related to out of state travel for MACON COUNTY SCHOOL BOARD MEMBERS and MACON COUNTY SCHOOL SUPERINTENDENT                    

This is a FORMAL PUBLIC RECORDS REQUEST pursuant to Alabama Code 36-12-40 and 13A10-12.
I wrote to MACON COUNTY SCHOOL SUPERINTENDENT BROOKS on August 20, 2012 requesting out of state travel documents for travel taken between June 1, 2011 and September 30, 2012 for the SUPERINTENDENT, MACON COUNTY SCHOOL BOARD MEMBERS, AND MACON COUNTY SCHOOL BOARD EMPLOYEES.  The documents sent me by SUPERINTENDENT BROOKS in response to this letter was void of the requested SUPERINTENDENT and MACON COUNTY SCHOOL BOARD MEMBERS’ travel.  I promptly paid the $121.00 without contesting the charges for duplicate copies. 
Two subsequent letters of December 2, 2012 and January 21, 2013 to SUPERINTENDENT BROOKS were ignored.  


On February 23, 2013 I wrote you at your home address requesting receipts and documents supporting out of state travel for the MACON COUNTY SCHOOL BOARD MEMBERS and MACON COUNTY SCHOOL SUPERINTENDENT between June 1, 2011 and September 30, 2012.  You may recall I specifically wrote I was requesting accommodation, travel and event fees and not meal receipts.  
Following your lack of response to my letter of February 23, 2013 as well as similar treatment of two previous letters of December 2, 2012 and January 21, 2013 to the MACON COUNTY SCHOOL SUPERINTENDENT BROOKS,  I contacted the Attorney General which initiative an immediate response from the Superintendent and the MACON COUNTY SCHOOL BOARD ATTORNEY.  The documents I received from the Superintendent on April 3, 2013 following my inquiry to the Attorney General were meal receipts which are not the documents sought in this query.  
To date, this request in compliance with Alabama Code has not been fulfilled.  I am sure my continued effort is just as frustrating for you as for me.  
Please be reminded that as a Public Official you have an oath of office which is the manifestation of your intent to recognize and abide by the Constitutional responsibilities and restrictions which is also affirmed by State Code.  As such a fiduciary responsibility is applicable to every holder of Public Office.   

Therefore for your reference, I have enclosed an informational leaflet published by the State of Alabama entitled: “Public Officials: Your Records Responsibilities and the Law.”

Specifically related to all out of state travel for MACON COUNTY SCHOOL BOARD MEMBERS and MACON COUNTY SCHOOL SUPERINTENDENT, I am requesting a copy of commercial travel documents and receipts, encapsulated reimbursement for private vehicle expenditures, accommodation receipts including intermediate and ultimate stays, event registration fee(s), and purpose of the travel paid by, but not limited to a debit and credit card, purchase order, or check between June 1, 2011 and September 30, 2012.  
Please notify me via a signed written response within fourteen days from the date of this letter as to when the requested documents will be available to me; six weeks from this letter’s date is my request.  If the records do not exist or if you deny this request, in part or whole, please include in your response the status of the records or the exact statutory citation authorizing the denial.   
This affidavit is fair notice therefore, it must be recognized that silence can only be equated with fraud where there is a legal or moral duty to speak, or where an inquiry left unanswered would be intentionally misleading - and that fraud destroys the validity of everything into which it enters. 

I am agreeable to pay a reasonable sum associated for this request - please apprise me of the amount prior to producing the documents.  If the cost is prohibitive, I request a time and place where the records may be examined.

To and for the record a copy of the correspondence shall be placed on public record at the Macon County Probate Office.
The facts contained herein are to the best of my knowledge true and correct.  I will, if called upon testify to the veracity of this affidavit.
