To All, Senator Del Marsh, a public officer is required to know the law.  

He was asked by twelve people to cite chapter and verse of the Alabama Constitution which authorizes his efforts to revise the Alabama Constitution, without placing “the question of convention or no convention” before all of “the qualified electors of the state.”
The twelve individuals, on July 2nd, 2014 brought the issue in the name of the State before the Montgomery, Alabama Circuit Court. 

Why is the question of grave importance?   

If the Legislature is allowed to revise, at its will and discretion, the document that sets out the purpose and organizational structure of the three branches of government, there will soon be one dominant branch (Legislative) dictating not only to the other branches (Executive and Judicial) but to the people as well.   Remember the ballot language has a long history of a “yes” meaning “no” and a “no” meaning a “yes”.
The twelve speaking in the name of the State expected Senator Marsh to answer.  But, in a conflict of interest Jeffery Long, agent for Attorney General Strange submited a twenty page answer for Senator Del Marsh. 

Long's answer does not cite chapter and verse nor any court ruling authorizing Senator Marsh's actions.  Rather, Attorney Long in the name of the State threatens the twelve individuals with fines and jail time.  

The twelve individuals stand on ARTICLE 1 SECTION 25 of the Alabama Constitution which states that all Alabamians have God granted un-a-lienable right to “...in a peaceable manner, ...assemble together for the common good, and to apply to those invested with the power of government for redress of grievances or other purposes, by petition, address, or remonstrance”.  

Further, in ARTICLE 1 SECTION 36 the Alabama Constitution states that “...to guard against any encroachments on the rights herein retained, we declare that everything in this Declaration of Rights is excepted out of the general powers of government, and shall forever remain inviolate”.

Take note – the Attorney General has, rather then defend the Alabama Constitution, chosen to defend an Officer of the State that will not answer a question, the answer to which he is required to know, and threatened those that asked the question with imprisonment. 

What will the outcome be?  Will the Attorney General get his wish and see twelve Alabamians be forced to pay fines and imprisoned for merely asking a question?   

When and where will these and other unspoken questions be answered?  October 15th, 2014 Montgomery County Court House, 101 South Lawrence St., Montgomery, AL  Judge Shashy - second floor.
